State, depending on location and altitude – 9.4 feet at Elephant 

Butte, 3.6 ft. at Eagle Nest, and 6.7 ft. at Conchas Dam.  

WEP Conservation Area 

 This part of the City’s Water Enhancement 

Program seeks to reduce the demand for 

water.  Since Jan. 2011, the City’s demand 

has dropped from about 2.3 Mgd to about 

1.3 Mgd.  That’s major progress !  

  Customers have been more cautious in 

their use, irrigation has been curtailed, and 

numerous leaks have been found/fixed. 

  Because of ongoing drought, the City 

established a Water Shortage Action Plan, 

calling for more restrictions if the reservoir 

levels drop below certain points.  For the 

moment reservoirs are full but future rain is 

uncertain.  Continued caution is advisable.    

 The automated meter reading system is 

operational and will soon report customers’ 

potential leaks (ongoing odd hour flows).
